The Session of Willow Creek Presbyterian Church of Argyle calls the Annual Meeting of the Congregation 
to follow worship today for the purpose of receiving the 2024 Annual Report and the 2025 budget. 

 
Every Sunday, we join our voices together to affirm what we believe using our denomination’s Book of 
Confessions or words from Scripture. Today’s confession is from A Brief Statement of Faith, which was 

written when the two largest Presbyterian churches in the United States reunited in 1983 after splitting 
over the practice of slavery prior to the Civil War. This expressly Trinitarian confession calls the church’s 
attention to God’s sovereignty in the past, present and future and reminds us that the church is a refuge 

from the world, but not only that. The church is also always being reformed into the body by which Christ 
continues blessing all of creation and all of God’s children.  

 
Sermon Series: Do you remember how cool it felt to find out a friend’s favorite song was also on the 

B-side of a cassette tape? Or the thrill of finding a deep track that speaks to your soul? There’s nothing 
like discovering music that encapsulates everything you love about an artist, and everything you’re feeling
